Student Rules and Regulations
1. School Timing must be strictly adhered to.  Late or absent students will be required to have a parent signed note from home in order to be allowed back in school.

2. Attendance: All classes must be attended, unless permission from class teacher is given to student for a valid reason.
3. Dress Code: All students must wear the school uniforms at all times unless otherwise approved for casual dress for a school function. Shoes should be a closed toe type shoe with a non - skid sole.
4.  Mobile telephones, MP3 players or any electronic equipment are not allowed in school. If brought to school:  1st offense these items will be confiscated and returned at the day’s end.  2nd offense will be returned at the end of term.  3rd offense will be returned at the years end. 
5. Behavior: Impolite language, fighting or gossiping is prohibited. Eating, drinking or chewing gum is not allowed in class. 

6. Student Discipline: Students are to behave in an appropriate manner towards all staff and other students, if there are any rules broken a discipline letter will be sent home to the parents describing the offense and the consequences to follow. It must be signed and returned the next day. 

7. Valuables: Gold Jewelry should not be worn to school.  The school can not be responsible for lost or stolen items.
8. Toys are not allowed from home unless requested by the teacher for a special day or project. The KG has toys in the department for the students use in class.
9. Lunch: Student should bring a healthy lunch to school, we request no glass bottles of any drink be brought as it may break and cause injury.
10. Stationary supplies must be brought to school daily. (Except KG)

11. Daily lessons: Students must be prepared for each day’s lesson, the correct book and / or copy book must be with the students as needed. Students not prepared for class will have that lesson and/or lessons assigned as homework. 
12. Homework:  All students will be assigned homework for all classes. It is part of our curriculum and will be written in the Homework Diary issued to all Grade 1-4 students in the English Section. All other levels will be issued a homework reminder slip signed by the teacher. 
13. Safety: Students are required to walk in single lines at all times when moving from class to class in a group, hand holding and shoulder holding when walking on the stairs is not allowed so as not to cause injury to students. Dangerous items are not allowed in school and will be confiscated immediately.
14.  School Property: Students must be careful regarding school property, destruction of school property is a serious offense and anyone vandalizing school property will be handled accordingly. Example: Students writing on walls or furniture will be asked to clean them thoroughly to return them to their original state.
15. Field Trips:  Student must wear the school uniform on field trips. School behavior policy must be followed during field trips outside of school. Permission slips must be signed and turned in to the home teacher with proper fees for the trip in before the deadline for said trip.
16. Student Support: In school if you require educational support please feel free to see our Educational Consultant:  Mrs. Noura Al Arakia.  For social support please see Mrs. Hessah. 

Parent Information

· Homework Policy: We believe that all homework assigned should be from work covered in the class, no new work will be assigned as homework. Homework may vary from class to class; it is assigned by the teacher at her discretion. If extra homework is required for your child you may request an extra worksheet to be sent for the required subject and the teacher will try to accommodate your child’s needs. Homework Policy is as follows:

· Grade 1- (10 minutes)

· Grade 2 -(10 minutes)

· Grade 3- (15 minutes)

· Grade 4- (15 minutes)

· Grade 5- (20 minutes)

· Grade 6- (20 minutes)

· Grade 7- (25 minutes)

· Grade 8- (25 minutes)

This is the time it should take your child to complete a lessons homework, if it exceeds this time there may be a problem on one side or both, maybe the child is slow in her work, maybe the teacher is assigning too much work, and both of these issues need to be addressed in order to achieve to the correct solution. Grades 1-4 in the English Section will be issued a Homework Diary, please check this book daily for the assigned homework.
· Field Trips: There will be scheduled, level appropriate trips planned throughout the year, you will be informed in advance and you will receive a permission slip to be signed with all information pertaining to the trip, cost, time, location, and date.  On these days there will be no class work or home work assigned. Students are required to wear the school uniform on all field trips. If your child will not attend the trip please keep her home on that day as the class teacher will be accompanying all students on the trip.
· Parent/Teacher Communications: We welcome any and all questions, comments or suggestions. Teachers are available for conference by appointment only. If you need to speak with the teacher please make an appointment with the coordinator or write a note in communications diary for KG or the Home Work Diary for Grade 1-4. You will get a reply in the same book. If a phone meeting is required please call the school to set up a phone meeting. School policy dictates that the teacher may not be disrupted during class times. Under no circumstance are Teachers allowed to give their mobile numbers to the parents. All communication with the teacher must be made within the school system and during school hours.
· Tests: Assessment tests will be given in all core subjects: English, Math & Science. A schedule will be sent home informing you of a test at least one week in advance. Students must be present for all tests or a valid reason for missing a test must be sent to the teacher so she may reschedule the test for your child, otherwise no re-test will be given. Spelling tests will be given on a weekly basis every Wednesday unless there is a special event scheduled, and that weeks test will be given on Sat. There will be no advanced notification of these weekly spelling tests, the teacher will remind students orally the day before and throughout the week, during spelling lessons. Reading tests will be a continuing assessment throughout the year. There will be no formal tests or exams only assessments before the end of each term.
· Sick Students: If you child is sick with a fever please keep her home until she recovers. If she becomes ill at school she will be seen by the school nurse and an illness form will be sent home explaining the incident and treatment given on the same day. Also any injury at school will be treated by the school nurse, with above procedures followed.

· Medication: If you child is required to take medicine during school hours you must send a written note with all instructions to the school nurse. The medication will be kept with the school nurse and returned at the days end. If your child is taking any medication at home on a daily basis, please inform the school along with the reason for the usage.

· Transportation: Please pick up your child promptly if you do not use the school bus.

· Books and Supplies:  All students must have the required materials to complete the day’s lesson.  See # 10 &11 above under student rules and regulations.
· Library Books:  Any books given to the students belonging to the school will be considered library books. They are issued on a loan only basis and are expected to be returned to school in the same condition as they were received. Any damaged books will be charged to the parents. 
· Newsletter: Please make sure your current e-mail is on file with the school administration. We will be sending all monthly newsletters through e-mail.

· Volunteers: During field trips or special school functions, we may need extra help and ask for Mothers to volunteer. If you are interested in helping out during these events please inform your child’s home teacher. 
· Student Support:  We have on staff an Educational Consultant who will give your child guidance to help with development skills needed to succeed in school.
· Visiting:  Female visitors are allowed to visit the facility any time during school hours. School Policy states that Teachers are not allowed to be disrupted during class time, therefore class room visits are not allowed during class. If you need to see the Teacher, please follow Parent/Teacher Communications rules above.
